Role & Responsibilities
State Coordinators help lead outreach efforts and provide
localized support to growing networks of practitioners in
their respective states. Their role is a key component of
NACC's strategic plan and community building strategy. Responsibilities include:
e Serve as a liaison between NACC and child welfare practitioners, courts, organizations, and law
schools;
e Help grow the community of NACC members and Child Welfare Law Specialists, including
sending quarterly emails to legal professionals and supporting state listservs;
e Submit quarterly updates describing state practice concerns and policy developments;
e Participate in quarterly calls with other State Coordinators and NACC staff;
e Plan at least one annual event, such as attorney trainings, webinar viewings and discussion, or
town halls (events can be held online); and
e Attend NACC's National Conference (onsite or online).

Time Commitment:
e Approximately 5 hours per month;
e Two-year time commitment (2021-2023 cycle).

Compensation:
e 5500 annual stipend;
e NACC membership at the Gold level (includes a hard cover Red Book);
e NACC National Child Welfare Conference registration;
e Red Book Training Course registration; and
e Coaching, resources, and materials to support this role.
