NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS IIEREBY ORDERED that the Idaho Rules of Civil Procedure

be amended as follows:

Rule 54. Judgments; Costs.

(b) Partial judgment upon multiple claims or involving multiple parties.

uDon anv matters unaffected bv the Rule 54(b) iudsment. includins conductin s a trial

of the issues remainins in the case, except as provided in Ruleg 13 and 13.4 of the

Idaho Appellate Rules.

Rule 83. Appeals from decisions of magistrates.

(e) Stay during appeal - Powers of magistrate.

(1) Stay of Proceedings. The filing ofan appeal to the district court automatically
stays the proceeding and execution of any judgment or order appealed from by the

appellant for a period of l4 daysl provided. however. that there shall be no automatic
stay of any c I protection order issued pursuant Io Idaho Code Sections 18-7907 or
39-6306. Any further stay of proceedinqs and e
this rule must be by order ofthe presiding magistrate court or the district court.

IT IS FIIRTHER ORDERED, that this order and these amendments shall be effective July 1,

2021.
